Divisional Rules Recap 

 Division 1 
 Submit Application – All Clubs can submit 

 Competition Committee Review all D1 Applications 

 Sets up Preliminary Brackets – Sent out for review and 

comments. Brackets will be primarily based on State Cup 

entrants.  

 Roster Sizes – Per VSA/State Cup (U14 & U15 up to 22 this 

year) 

 Guest Players – change terminology to “Club” Player 

 Dual Rostering  

 D1 players can dual roster on a D2 team 

 No player can be on two D1 Rosters 



Divisional Rules Recap 

 Division 2 

 All Clubs can submit application 

 Recommend choosing Div 2 based on Tryouts and 

winter training and if team is primarily the 2nd year 

of the age bracket  

 Recommend at least 2 training sessions per week 

 Develop brackets based on geography 

 Roster Size – recommendations 

 Club Players – YES as outlined 

 Dual Rostering – a maximum number is set for D1 

players to be dual-rostered on a D2 Team 



Divisional Rules Recap 

 Division 3 

 All Clubs can submit application 

 Recommend choosing Div 3 if team is just formed 
based on sign ups or winter training places them as 
developing, and they are primarily the 1st year of 
the age bracket  

 Recommend at least 1 training session per week 

 Develop brackets based on geography 

 Roster Size –recommendations 

 Club Players – YES as outlined 

 Dual Rostering – a maximum number is set for 
D1/2 players to be dual-rostered on a D3 Team 



Divisional Rules Recap 

 ROSTER AND PLAYER PASSES 

 THEY ARE REQUIRED! No exceptions. 

 U8 ask the opposing coach to check each teams 

roster – prepare them for the next level AND to 

make sure they are registered with VSA so that all 

the available insurance coverage is in place 

 SCHEDULE 

 All Schedules are final – only permissible 

reschedule is due to State Cup Finals 

 New Cancellation Policy 



Rule Updates 

 Change #1: Objectives:   

Clarify circumstances in which a game may acceptably be rescheduled. 

Clarify circumstances in which a game may not be rescheduled. 

Implement financial disincentives for unacceptable game cancellations. 

 Change #2: Objectives:   

Clarify occasionally longer travel expectations for D2. 

Clarify occasionally longer travel expectations for D3. 

Reduce number of D2 and D3 games that are cancelled due to „long‟ travel 

times. 

 Change #3: Objectives:   

Clarify requirement that every Club team must have a registered 

coach/assistant coach present on the sidelines at all VSL games 

 Change #4: Objectives: 

Remove limit of 2 or 3 Subs – and allow “Club” player to participate 

 



Rule Update 

Cancellations and Forfeits 
RESCHEDULES 

 Reasons acceptable for rescheduling are: unplayable field conditions, a game 

called by the referee due to weather, State Cup conflicts or no referee available. 

Wherever possible, league officials and the opposing club should be notified 24 

hrs. prior to the scheduled match. Within that 24 hr. period only the referee should 

cancel the match.  

 

FORFEIT  

 In the event a club needs to cancel a league scheduled game for any reason other 

than those stated above it will be deemed a forfeit and may not be rescheduled as 

a league game.  The following are league fees applied to clubs responsible for 

forfeitures.  

 Forfeitures communicated prior to the 24hr period prior to the game will be 

assessed a $50.00 fee; and  

 Forfeitures that are communicated inside the 24 hr period prior to the match will be 

assessed a $100.00 fee.  Any team with two or more forfeitures during a season 

may be subject to loss of home games in the successive season. 

 



Rule Updates 

Travel Expectations 

 While the commitment for D2 will include travel to Vermont communities 

that are generally within a 90-minute travel time, additional travel time 

may be expected for a small percentage of the games scheduled. 

 

Coaches  

 All teams must have a coach or assistant coach with a valid USYSA 

Coach Pass present on the sidelines of the field for the duration of the 

game.  If a team does not have a coach or assistant coach with a 

Coach Pass present for the duration of the game, the referee may 

declare a forfeit by the offending team with a minus 3 goal differential 

posted.  (The only exception is U8 coaches, who are not required to 

have Coach Passes.)
